Building sitting places from stones around the house and the fire place.

    Programs:

A higher budget is needed to employ and pay more people of the local youth group.

    Youth Activities:

Beside the adult group, a new youth (between 13 and 15 years old) group has been established; this group meets once a week.

Because of the actual difficult political situation, it is not easy and sometimes not possible to plan too far in advance, but we are moving forward. 

The Court Case:

On 19 November a meeting with our lawyer took place, and on 20 November we met another land expert to provide us with maps. We have to make an aerial Photograph for the land. A court meeting has not yet been set.

We cultivated new fields and prepared them for the rain in order to plant trees between January and March 2004.
